THE SOCIAL STRUCTURE OF CATALONIA

A talk by Salvador Giner

In his talk the speaker will reflect on the often neglected social

dimensions of the much talked-about fet diferencial catald, i.e. the

uniqueness of Catalonia as a people and a culture. Though his inten-
tion is to discuss several broad issues of today - Catalan class
structure, the integration or otherwise of the massive immigrant popu-
lation, the social aspects of restricted political autonomy, and such
like - he will also attempt to link them to their historical roots.
These include issues such as the relationship that might exist between
Catalonia's feudal and parliamentary past with its notably high degree
of modernity in more recent times, despite its enduring political sub-
ordination to a more "backward" Spain. The speaker is painfully aware
of the vastness of his subject but thinks that some general analysis of
the nature of Catalan society may be of interest to members and friends

of the Anglo-Catalan Society. The talk will be followed by a discussion.
